 Plant many more 
native plants in your

 Add native plants 
to your ornamental 
gardens

 Plant large native 
trees to expand the 
national tree canopy

 Plant trees and 
shrubs that produce 
seeds and berries for 
birds

 Use native plants 
with deep roots to 
reduce soil erosion

 Plant drought 
tolerant native plants 
that use less water

 Eliminate the use 
of pesticides in your 
yard

 Replace food-free, 
sterile lawn areas with 
native plant habitats

 Add a source of 
water in your yard  
for wildlife
